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INFORMATION ON THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA

(pursuant to articles 13-14 of the GDPR 2016/679 General Data Protection Regulation)

Pursuant to art. 13 of EU Regulation n.2016 / 679 and in relation to the information that will come into our possession, for the purpose of protecting people and other subjects regarding the processing of personal data, we inform of the following.

1. Purpose of the treatment

The information collected, protected by statistical confidentiality (Article 9 of Legislative Decree No. 322/1989), is subject to the legislation on the protection of personal data (Regulation (EU) 2016/679, Legislative Decree No. 196 / 2003 as amended by Legislative Decree no. 101/2018). All personal data provided are processed for the following purpose: management of the civil service project "Sustainable tourism in Rome". The legal basis that authorizes the processing of personal data can be found in the execution of a task of public interest or connected to the exercise of public powers (article 6.1.e Regulation 2016/679) The provision of the requested data is optional.

2. Methods of treatment and conservation

The treatment will be carried out with mainly computerized procedures (and residually using manual and / or paper tools) suitable to guarantee personal safety, integrity and confidentiality by the employees of Roma Capitale within the Organizational Units of the Administration interested in procedure and expressly authorized. In compliance with the principles of lawfulness, purpose limitation and data minimization, pursuant to art. 5 of EU Regulation 2016/679, the data will be kept by Roma Capitale until the end of the detection and processing of the results relating to the investigations included in the civil service project "Sustainable tourism in Rome".

3. Communication and dissemination of data

The data will be disclosed in aggregate and anonymous form so that it is not possible to trace the people who provide them or to whom they refer, thus ensuring maximum confidentiality.

4. Holder of the treatment

6.Rights of the interested party

At any time, you can exercise, pursuant to articles 15 to 22 of EU Regulation no. 2016/679, the right to:

a) request confirmation of the existence or otherwise of your personal data;

b) obtain information about the purposes of the processing, the categories of personal data, the recipients or categories of recipient to whom the personal data have been or will be communicated and, when possible, the retention period;

c) obtain the correction and deletion of data;

d) obtain the limitation of the treatment;

e) obtain the portability of the data, i.e. receive them from a data controller, in a structured format, commonly used and readable by an automatic device, and transmit them to another data controller without impediment;

f) oppose the treatment at any time, also in the case of treatment for direct marketing purposes;

g) oppose an automated decision-making process relating to natural persons, including profiling;

h) ask the data controller for access to personal data and the correction or cancellation of the same or the limitation of the processing concerning you or to oppose their treatment, in addition to the right to data portability;

j) propose a complaint to a supervisory authority.

You can exercise your rights by sending a written request to the Data Protection Officer (DPO) of Roma Capitale to the addresses indicated in point 5 above

7. How to exercise your rights

If the conditions are met, you can propose a possible complaint to the Guarantor for the protection of personal data (art.77 of EU Regulation 2016/679 and art. From 140-bis to 143 of the Code regarding the protection of personal data, containing provisions for the adaptation of the national system to the Regulation).
